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Due to heavy damage to the Williamsville Park over the past few years, the Village Board approved the expenditure of
$4,500 for video surveillance equipment. The taxpayer money is being spent to purchase five video cameras to capture
criminal activity in and around the restrooms, concession stand, pavilion and parking areas. In addition to the video
equipment, a gate has been installed to restrict vehicular traffic to the two parking lots south of the main parking area off
Main Street. The gate will be open for games and events but will remain closed after hours.

In the past three years, it is estimated that $5,000 in damage has been caused to the park. The areas damaged the most are
the restrooms. Damage consists of breaking the lights, breaking the toilets and doors, defecating on the floors and
damaging the water supply systems.

The public can assist the village in helping maintain a safe, clean environment. Anyone who notices suspicious activity
should report it immediately by calling 753-6666.
