Minutes of October 6th, 2010 
 

 

The meeting began at 602pm with all members present: Mark esker, Lisa 

White and Scott Butterfield.  There were no members from the public in 

attendance. 

 

The first topic spoken about was the proposed ATV ordinance.  A number of 

residents expressed their concern, via earlier phone conversations, about 

modifications that needed to be made to their ATV’s. These modifications 

were necessary for the ATV to be in compliance with the ordinance.  They 

were not willing to make those modifications at this time and therefore were 

not in favor of the ordinance in its current form.  After discussion, the 

committee agreed to table the ordinance and to revisit the ordinance in a year 

or so. 

 

The second topic of discussion was an ordinance prohibiting the use of 

engine “jake” brakes within village limits. The committee agreed to 

approved to support an ordinance prohibiting the engine brakes.  We talked 

about including attorney’s fees in the fine to cover the cost to prosecute the 

violators.  It was later determined that such fines were not allowable. 

 

 The final topic of discussion was a camera security system for the park.  

Two bids were submitted; one from Central Illinois Security and one from 

United Systems.  Questions were raised on what each company had to offer.  

Were the systems similar in camera size and internet capability for off site 

viewing?  The committee decided to go with the system that was least 

expensive.
